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BRIEF HISTORY OF THE COLLEGE 

Dyal Singh Evening College, a constituent institution of the University of Delhi, was 

established in 1958 under the auspices of the Trust founded by Sardar Dyal Singh Majithia, a 

visionary philanthropist, social reformer, and educationist of the late nineteenth century. Sardar 

Dyal Singh, renowned for establishing The Tribune newspaper and co-founding Punjab 

National Bank, bequeathed his considerable estate for the advancement of secular education. 

This noble vision led to the founding of Dyal Singh College in Lahore in 1910, and its 

continuation in post-Partition India through institutions such as Dyal Singh Evening College, 

New Delhi. 

The University of Delhi accorded the college the status of a University-maintained institution in 

1978. Since then, it has grown steadily in stature, offering quality education to a diverse student 

body, particularly those who benefit from an evening academic schedule. 

Located in the heart of the national capital, the college boasts a vibrant and accessible campus, 

well-connected via the Delhi Metro. The infrastructure includes ICT-enabled lecture halls, 

computer laboratories, a conference room, a faculty reading room, a seminar hall, and an 

auditorium. The campus is further enhanced by expansive lawns and well-maintained sports 

grounds, supporting a holistic student experience. 

Academically, the college offers a wide range of undergraduate programmes, including 

Honours degrees in English, Commerce, History, and Political Science, alongside programme 

courses in Indian languages, Economics, and other subjects.
